What are our objectives?

Who are Mentors? What are the roles of Mentors?

How does the programme work?

The mentor and the mentee would agree, under the mutual convenience, the level of commitment, mode and frequency of interaction, and the focus of interaction to enhance the mentor-mentee relationship.
